Synclavier History
The Synclavier® Digital Audio System pioneered the computer music age with its commercial introduction in 1978. Synclavier II, an improved commercialized version, soon followed. The VPK, a Synclavier with an incredible velocity-sensitive keyboard and polyphonic sampling appeared in 1985.
This classic instrument was loved by many artists, including Abba, Sting, Frank Zappa, Madonna, Stevie Wonder, and many more.
The CSynclavier DSP Engine – used by Arturia in its acclaimed Synclavier V product line, released May 2016 – faithfully re-creates the FM and Additive-Synthesis functions of the original instrument.
Forty years after the original, the future of music is now on an iPad.

Synclavier Go!
Synclavier Go! is a re-creation of the Synclavier II machine from the 1980s that has featured on so many hit records. It’s been designed by the original inventor, Cameron W Jones, using the original software and re-engineered hardware. It’s an instrument in iPad form.
All of the original FM timbres are in the library of presets. And all of the panels are there so you can make your own sounds. And of course it sounds identical. But Synclavier Go! is so much more than an authentic re-creation. It’s a pedagogical tool. There’s a tour built-in that describes panel by panel what all of the features do.
People will love the sounds, but to learn how the sounds are generated, we believe, is equally as fun.
Synclavier Go! differs from the Arturia VST plugin in a number of ways. The DSP engine is exactly the same code, but the touch screen makes a huge difference. Using a mouse and computer screen was never going to be an authentic experience, and so Arturia created a wonderful GUI that fitted with the VST paradigm.
Go! on the other hand, stays faithful to the original design. There's forty years of confirmation that the design was efficient. Sound designers and musicians enjoyed the original machine for its efficiency of workflow. Once you know how Synclavier works, it’s very quick to modify settings. You can now swipe a row of buttons and use the knob to adjust many parameters at the same time. This is still true on an iPad. On an iPad or iPad Pro (not mini) the iconic red panel buttons are ¾ inch apart, just like on Synclavier II.
Synclavier Pocket!
Synclavier Pocket! Is a pocket-sized version of Go! We’re really keen on training a new generation of music and audio enthusiasts on sound design. That’s why we’re giving the iPhone version away for free and keeping the iPad version at as low cost as we can.

Pocket! has the same panels, and same tour information, but you cannot save your timbres in a custom library, unless you buy the in-app-purchase that enables this. You can still listen to the  sounds from the original System disk from the 1979 machine. It's fun to play with those sounds using the various settings panels, and when you want to learn more about how those sounds are generated, you can refer to the in-built tour.
Synclavier® Knob – Limited Edition
The Synclavier® Knob is an authentic re-creation of the control knob used in the original Synclavier® instrument. This USB-powered version offers an unparalleled experience for the sound designer and synthesist, especially when compared to traditional mouse-driven computer screen interfaces.
When the synthesizer was conceived, it was agreed that there should be one really well-designed knob to modify all the settings, rather than many small twiddly knobs for each modifiable parameter. This design has stood the test of time.
The Limited Edition is now on sale for $399 USD, and if sales are strong, a more commercialized version will follow.
